Christian / Today’s Altea was Arab 

(Bellaguarda) 

 

Border moves down to Villajoyosa

In 1705 Archduke Charles of 

Austria disembarks his 

Spanish-Dutch-British troops 

in Altea (L’Olla beach) to fight 

in the Spanish Succession 

War  

 

Fort de Bèrnia (build 16th 

century, destroyed 17th 

century)  was a main vigilance 

point for the Spanish army 

against pirates’ invasions 

 

Uncontrolled bandits lived in 

the county…until the 1930s…

Altea and Calpe were 1st connected 

in the 1930 (Mascarat tunnel) 

 

Original economy based on fisheries 

& agriculture adds tourism form the 

1960s… 

 

Bohemia shows up… cultural 

activities become a flag activity for 

Altea since then. 

 

Today, Altea & the northern 

county of La Marina Alta represent 

a value-for-money option amongst 

high-end touristic areas in Spain 

(Marbella, Ibiza, Menorca, Mallorca,
